(June agenda item to consider strategy for reducing litter 
locally) 

• Workplace recycling has made good progress and suitable recycling bins 
to be provided by SCC for outside The Ostreme Centre. 

• Lydia stated that she had facilitated a nature event prior to the meeting at 
Norton Nature Reserve with Mumbles Cubs who had been very 
enthusiastic.
