Robert Hernando, The Environmental and Sustainability Engagement Officer had 
provided his monthly report to committee members. The Chair, Cllr Townsend Jones 
outlined key aspects of the report, the majority being detailed in agenda items below. 
Particular attention was given to the Big Climate Leap, and the setting up of a Working 
Group which was approved at November’s Full Council. Cllrs Sara Keeton, Carrie 
Townsend Jones together with Robert Hernando have expressed an interest in 
participating within the Working Group. The Environmental Committee hoped that 
committee members from other committees would participate and that all four wards 
would be represented on the Group. Cllr O’Connor was mentioned as a suitable 
participant as was Cllr due to his environmental connections with SCC.
