Mumbles Crop Collective 

Documents pertaining to Mumbles Crop Collective had been circulated to members 
prior to the meeting.  

Robert Hernando outlined that the original plans for a Mumbles Crop Collective are very 
ambitious and that during the initial year plans needed to be curtailed. Norton Nature 
Reserve was identified as a key site where additional raised beds will be added, and that 
hand tools and seeds had been purchased. 

During the discussion that followed it was agreed that the remit of the Crop Collective 
should be manageable due to other projects having recently been completed including 
Jubilee Gardens and ongoing initiatives. A couple of beds at Ostreme would be valuable 
in drawing the attention of the wider public to the initiative and signposts could be 
considered for directing the public to the Norton Nature Reserve. 

It was noted that whilst public parks would not be appropriate for sites, volunteers 
could be recruited through contact with allotment societies and targeting those on 
waiting lists. 

A provisional date of 24th May 2025 was proposed for launching Mumbles Crop Collective 
and seedlings should be prepared ahead of the launch  

ACTION: Robert Hernando to e-mail all relevant councillors and request details of any 
seeds to be purchased including winter varieties for the purpose of producing seedlings 
ready for the launch of the project.
